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DECLARATION OF INTENT

UNITE Chapter of Eastern Europe and Central Asia

Parliamentarians support sustainable financing to improve
healthcare access for all

We, as UNITE members from Eastern Europe and Central Asia (EECA) region, recognize
that sustainable financing for health is essential for ensuring the health and well-being
of our citizens. Therefore, we are committed to promoting policies and investments
that will support the provision of high-quality health services for all. We declare that:

1. To achieve the health targets of the UN Sustainable Development Goals by
2030, it is urgent to improve the generation, distribution, and use of public
(national and subnational), private and consolidated funds for health.
Furthermore, additional resource investments are needed within and
between countries to achieve Universal Health Coverage (UHC), enabling
equitable access to health care and, ultimately, health for all, regardless of
socio-economic and other status of individuals.

2. Health financing should not burden individuals with high out-of-pocket
expenses, particularly those from vulnerable groups of population, and that
it should be supported by domestic resources and international aid
mechanisms.

3. Supporting further development and expansion of innovative financing
platforms and mechanisms that can generate sustainable resources for
health, such as social health insurance, solidarity and earmarked taxes,
based on evidence and stakeholder consultation, is crucial.

4, Collaboration between countries (national and local Parliaments and
governments) and international organizations is critical for financing health
in conflict-affected regions to prevent disruptions in healthcare delivery
systems and ensure continuous access to vital medicines, especially for
treating life-threatening illnesses.

5 The COVID-19 pandemic and other epidemics caused by infectious diseases
such as HIV, viral hepatitis, tuberculosis and malaria, had a severe impact
on our health systems, and so there is an urgent need to invest in health
infrastructure and workforce to improve resilience and preparedness for
future health emergencies.

6. Pandemic prevention, preparedness, and response (PPPR) capacities at
national and international levels need to be strengthened to prevent future
outbreaks from becoming pandemics. The latter includes development of a
legally binding global agreement (instrument) with collaborative and
sustainable financing for ensuring that this instrument is indeed fit for
purpose.

7. Adequate and flexible financing is essential for the World Health
organization (WHO) to fulfill its mandate of leading and coordinating
international efforts to prevent, detect, and respond to infectious diseases
and other health emergencies.
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8. Investing in Research and Development (R&D) is crucial for creating new
medicines and vaccines that can help the world deal with current and future
health threats, making sure these tools are equitably available for every
citizen.

9. To turn R&D into real benefits for people's health, it is critical to support
innovative financing platforms such as Unitaid, which enhances access to
new health solutions and technologies, and leads to improved health
outcomes. Simultaneously, it is crucial to support the replenishments of the
Global Fund, Gavi, the Vaccine Alliance, and strengthening Coalition for
Epidemic Preparedness Innovations (CEPI) for ensuring that our health
systems are better prepared to address current and future health
emergencies.

10. By investing and promoting digital health and data protection systems at
national and local levels, we can build stronger and more resilient
healthcare services that can better respond to future health crises and
improve health outcomes for all, making way towards UHC. Digital health
solutions have the potential to transform how we deliver and access care,
making it more efficient, accessible, and patient-centered. It also enables
efficient data collection and analysis, which can inform evidence-based
decision-making and improve public health outcomes. This requires
sustainable funding mechanisms and collaborative partnerships between
public and private sectors, academia and civil society.

11. Investing in evidence-based and accessible harm reduction services is
crucial for promoting public health and reducing the negative consequences
of drug use, including transmission of HIV, viral hepatitis, and other blood-
borne infections. It improves the health and well-being of people who use
drugs, and reduces the burden on healthcare systems, law enforcement,
and the criminal justice system.

Therefore, as UNITE members, we commit to:

. Advocate for sustainable financing for health at all levels and collaborate
with regional and international partners to ensure people in Eastern Europe
and Central Asia have improved access to quality and affordable healthcare
services.

. Support the recommendation undertaken by Member States at the 75th
World Health Assembly to provide more flexible funding to the World Health
Organization, including through a potential increase in member states’
assessed contributions.

. Facilitate collaboration between parliaments, governments, local
authorities, international organizations, civil society, the private sector, and
other relevant stakeholders to work together with the objective of
mobilizing the needed resources to achieve UHC.

. Work with Parliaments, Governments and International Partners to ensure
that legislators - members of Parliaments, Senates, Congresses,
international, regional and local Parliaments - are more systematically
engaged in high-level international dialogue on Global Health and
sustainable financing for health, including the World Health Assemblies in
2023 and 2024, the 2023 UN High-level meetings on UHC, PPPR and TB and
the 2024 High-level Meeting on Antimicrobial Resistance.
